TexSpin, 2002-2003, CEN/ISSS initiative (European standardisation
committee), includes Moda-ML and eTexML outcomes

Moda-ML becomes a permanent initiative group (2004), local and EU
projects (TQR, Cross, Trame, Leapfrog IP..) (subcontracting, yarn supply )

TexWeave, CEN/ISSS standardisation initiative (2005-2006), includes retalil
organisations

Contribution from projects like DDTA (Italian ministry of Innovation) and IPSA
(FIT), (raw material supply, yarn subcontracting )
